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What is Rogaining? 
Rogaining is the sport of long distance 
cross-country navigation. Teamwork, 
endurance, strategy and map reading 
are features of the sport. The objective 
is to collect the highest score by finding 
checkpoints within a set time limit. 
Teams of two to five members travel 
entirely on foot, navigating with the aid 
of a topographic map and handheld 
compass. Teams select their own order 
of visiting checkpoints, in terrain that 
varies from open countryside to hilly 
forest. The classic rogaine includes both 
day and night navigation. Teams can 
return to the Hash House for rest, food 
and socialising as often as they wish.
